	Haig Homes is a charitable housing trust founded in 1929 to benefit members and former members of Her Majesty’s Armed Forces by providing housing assistance.  It works throughout the UK, including Wales, Northern Ireland and Jersey, to meet the needs of its beneficiaries.

	It is registered with and regulated by the Charity Commission and, until the TSA agreed to its de-registration, was also a social housing provider regulated by that body.

	The charity has been able to de-register from the TSA, as it is recognised as being different from other social providers. Haig Homes can only assist Service people and the housing assistance needed by the Service and ex-Service community is unique, changing rapidly and not confined to the provision of rented housing.  

	Its small stock of housing is geographically widely spread, and it only has a relatively small number of homes in any location which limits its ability to meet the TSA’s aims for wider, non-Service, local communities.  Haig Homes needs to have flexibility to ensure that it is best placed to meet the needs of individual Service personnel and under the regulation of the TSA this was becoming more difficult to achieve.

	Haig Homes has worked closely with the TSA to achieve de-registered status and to ensure that its tenants have understood what de-registration will mean for them.  Only 9% of tenants voted against de-registration.

	We would like to thank the TSA for their understanding of our reasons for wanting to de-register and for their support and guidance throughout this process.
